¢ Any osientation should be avoided,
i.e., family and visitors should reflect
it dress and behavior the solemnity
of the cocasion.

JEWISH RELIGIOUS LAW
REQUIRES THE FOLLOWING. ..

TAHARAH / PURIFICATION

The ritual washing and purification of the deceased by members of
the Chevra Kadisha, “The Sacred Society,” or, in its absence, by
religiousty and physically competent Jewish persons.

SHIMEERAHM / WATCHING

The watching over the deceased by a pious Jew or Jewess until
members of the family assemble for the funeral services, so that the
deceased is not ieft unattended.

TACHRICHIM / BURIAL GARMERTS

The traditionat white burlal shrouds symbolizing that ali are squal
hefore their Creator,

ORON / CABKET
The woaden casket, in Keeping with the Biblical teaching, “dust art
thou and to the dust thou shalt return.”

K'REEAH / TEARING OF GARMENTS

The rending of the mourners’ outer garments, a symbot of their anguish
and grief.

K'VURAH / BURIAL
The actual burial in the ground; filling in the grave with earth until
a mound is formad. To participate in filiing the grave is a religious
privilege and duty. Kaddish cannot be recited at the open grave-side.
