COME ON TIME, OR AHEAD OF TIME -
BUT, WHAT IF YOU COME LATE?

Nothing herein should be construed as a license
to come late to services. But, if you come late,
there is an order of priority of prayers.

1F YOU COME:

1. Before “mxw 02 — 7NN M3T3, Nwa Mo,
then as much of the service as possible until
rejoining the congregation at mxw 2.

2. Before mnwr — N M0, WNWH M3,
“mRw 1, ws, manet (and on naw or 2w o,
nnw: through nanwe). If time permits (before the
Congregation will recite yaw and mwy mmw)
say — in order of priority T nx n-nbor, n-nbhn
wpa 5-x, the other n-nb%rt prayers, 7 717,
and (except on naw or MV BT ) TTINT MM,

3, Before manw’, on maw or 3w o — The usual
mmmr wpion. If time is available, also say (in order
of priority) rmran%, wmara >, and nwnb nbwen,

4, Between mnwr and 7wy nnpw - M3
-mRw, MR, naner - if there will be time for you
to join the Congregation for the recitation of
mwy nnnw. If not, say the entire mmrt pws  in
the regular order. '

5. During mwy rnnw — All the m%on as an
individual, beginning with anwm mama.

After the service, you should say any prayer
that had to be deleted (except mwnTp or w»p),
and plan to come on time thereafter.
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
